Cuts in council funding

Still on the subject of money, as | guess most of you are aware, the council is planning on
cutting the amount of money it gives to the charities in Wolverhampton. Many thanks’ to
those of you that attended the focus group in December.

Consultation has taken place around the suggested funding cut of £350,000 to the voluntary
sector but the final decisions have yet to be made. Any cuts could affect LGBT
Wolverhampton and support to local LGBT groups. Many of you have told us of the support
you have received from local groups and how much that support has meant to you — we
need to work together to ensure on-going support for our LGBT community. We want to keep
making a difference to the lives of LGBT people in Wolverhampton. If you feel passionate
about keeping our services and want to do something fo make a difference please come
along to our community meeting on Thursday 19 January at The greyhound to see what else
you can do to make a difference.
